Ephesians 2:8 For by grace are ye saved through faith; and 
that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God:

Isaiah 55:7/9  Let the wicked forsake his way, and the 
unrighteous man his thoughts: and let him return unto the 
LORD, and he will have mercy upon him; and to our God, for 
he will abundantly pardon. 

 For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are 
your ways my ways, saith the LORD. 
For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are my ways 
higher than your ways, and my thoughts than your thoughts. 

A deciple is a follower of Christ or a follower of any other 

belief or cause wether good or evil. You can not be a deciple 
of both good and evil, you may be like the bible says about 
being luke warm, thats like trying to run while straddling a 
fence.
