
#345                  Reprobate Mind 

 
Reprobate: - unprincipled, roguish, bad, wicked, rakish, shameless, immoral, profligate, degenerate, dissipated, debauched, depraved, corrupt; incorrigible, hardened, unregenerate;  

 

Romans 1:28* And even as they did not like to retain God in their knowledge, God gave them over to a reprobate mind, to do those things which are not convenient; 
 

Titus 1:16* They profess that they know God; but in works they deny him, being abominable, and disobedient, and unto every good work reprobate. 

 
For God to give you over to a reprobate mind, doesn't just happen overnight. The bible says he is not slack concerning his promises, but is long suffering, he would that none should perish, but ALL COME TO 

REPENTANCE. (2Pe 3:9) 
 
You see, it takes a period of time for you to choose to harden your heart or sear your conscience so you won't be pricked in the heart. In other words, God has placed in every one OF US the ability to know 
and choose between good and evil, this was accomplished through Adam and Eve eating of the forbidden fruit of the tree of knowledge of good and evil. BEFORE there was a perfect relationship between 
God and man.

Redeem: - regain possession of (something) in exchange for payment:

Christ, through righteousness, payed the price of sin and redeemed the dominion of this world, back from Satan, that All that believe in Jesus have this authority restored unto them through Jesus blood and 
resurrection. 
 
Jesus taught about the blessing HERE AND NOW, in this life.  Mark 10:30* But he shall receive an hundredfold now in this time, houses, and brethren, and sisters, and mothers, and children, and lands, 

with persecutions; and in the world to come eternal life. 

But he taught more about the consequences of sin and Hell. 
 
In a nut shell, the book of Revelation list these sins: 
Re 21:8* But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and murderers, and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: 
which is the second death.
